Fine lines, each with a specific purpose.   Line 1: “I dreamed” 
Windspark 

       Line 2: “I was…” (something or someone) 
       Line 3: where 
       Line 4: an action 
       Line 5: how 

First Line: 5 syllables 
Haiku 

Second Line: 7 syllables 
Third Line: 5 syllables 
 

The first letter in each line, when read vertically, spells the name of something or conveys a message.
